Homeowners Tax Relief  Programs  
 
The filing period for the State and Local Tax 
Relief homeowner programs are February 1 
thru May 15.  These are biennial programs.  If 
it is your year to reapply the tax assessor will 
send you a letter listing the documentation 
needed, please do not disregard the letter!   
 
To be eligible you must own or have life use of 
the property as of October 1 the year before 
applying; be a resident of CT for one year; you 
or your spouse must be 65+ years old or 100% 
disabled or a 50+ year old surviving spouse; 
provide proof of income, which is verified from 
your Federal Tax Return & 1099 Social Security 
Statement

Photographs of Lewis Hine 
 

Noted for his photographs of child labor in the 
early 20th century, Lewis Wickes Hine was a so-
ciologist who used photography as a means to 
effect social and political change.  Some of the 
most iconic photo-records of Ellis Island were 
taken during Hine’s field trips to that famous im-
migration center.  Also, Hine is remembered for 
his depression era photography of Tennessee 
Valley Authority (TVA), Works Progress Ad-
ministration (WPA) and construction of the Em-
pire State Building.
